There has always been a
mystery as to this photo's
location. The photo was
given to Lakefield by Don
Baryenbruch whose ances-
tors operated the Baryen-
bruch exchange at the cor-
ner of Rangeline Rd. &
English Lake Rd. and was
the center of English Lake
Telephone Company, the
predecessor of Lakefield
Telephone Co. If you study
the photo closely you will
see what an important
event it was when that tele-
phone pole was set, since it
appears there was cause
for celebration. This is an

interesting photo, which
has generated many
thoughts and ideas from

many of our customers and
local historians as to its
location and date.

Thanks to Charlie Bauer, a
member of the Greater
Centerville Historians, that
mystery has now been
solved. Charlie, the great
history buff that he is, spent
time researching many his-
toric documents and books
and found documentation
that provides the location
and date of the photo.

He was able to find a book,
which documents the his-
tory of the streets in St. Na-
zianz. In it he discovered

the answer to the mystery
building's location. He
found that the building
dated back to January 19th,
1875. In 1884, this building
was the School Hill Hotel
whose owners also sold
wines, liquors and cigars. In
1894 the building was sold
to the Hougen brothers and
became a grocery store. In
1918, there was a great fire
that destroyed many of the
buildings along this street,
however this building
somehow escaped the
fire’s destruction.

The building has been a
grocery store since 1894
when it became Burkart's

Store and at one time
housed a shoe & harness
repair shop in the back.
Located at 103 S. 4th St.
the building still stands on
the corner of County High-

ways C and A.

A special thanks goes to
Charlie Bauer, historian
extraordinaire, for solving
our mystery. If you look
closely enough at the

photo, you will see three
individuals having a glass
of beer one of whom is on
the telephone pole. Nowa-
days that would never have
been allowed, OSHA would
have made sure of that!
Ahh! The Good Old Days!

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You may have noticed a WI USF
Recovery Fund surcharge on your
billing statements. The Wisconsin
USF Recovery Fund is to recover
charges assessed directly to Lake-
field by the Public Service Com-
mission of Wisconsin (PSCW). The
entire amount of this surcharge
reflects the recovery of what Lake-
field is assessed for the TEACH,
UW-System, BadgerLink, and USF
programs as determined by the
Public Service Commission of Wis-
consin. The FCC USF fee is a fed-
erally mandated surcharge on all
wireline and wireless service lines.
You can visit the FCC’s website at
www.fcc.gov for more info.

Q. What is the FCC USF for?
A. This was established by the

FCC to provide financial support
for programs which promote the
use and affordability of local tele-
phone service.

Q. Who benefits from USF?
A. There are four components.

Low-Income: Provides telephone
service discounts to consumers
with qualifying low-incomes.
High-Cost: Provides financial sup-
port to companies that provide
telecommunications services in
areas where the cost of providing
that service is high.

Schools and Libraries: Helps to
ensure that classrooms and librar-
ies receive access to the vast array
of educational resources that are
accessible through the telecommu-
nications network.

Rural Health Care: Helps to link
health care providers located in
rural areas to urban medical cen-
ters so that patients living in rural
America will have access to the
same advanced diagnostic and
other medical services that are
enjoyed in urban communities.

For many years, in lieu of raising
taxes, the FCC and State of Wis-
consin have used the telecommu-
nications industry as an effective
and efficient tool to bill and collect
revenues needed for these pro-
grams in addition to the E911
charges for Manitowoc County.
