a laptop to a cellular telephone. 
Printers, desktops, fax machines, 
keyboards, joysticks and virtually 
any other digital device can be part 
of the Bluetooth system.

Bluetooth is not something you 
need to see your dentist about. It is 
a short-distance wireless connec-
tion that replaces the many  cables 
that connect one device to another.

can be used for determin-
ing whether information 
received via email is le-
gitimate. According to 
snopes.com: 
 
- Any time you see an  
e-mail that says forward 
this on to '10' of your 
friends, sign this petition, 
or you'll get bad luck, 
good luck, etc. it almost 
always has an e-mail 

tracker attached that 
tracks the cookies and  
e-mails of those folks you 
forward to. The host 
sender is getting a copy 
each time it gets for-
warded and then is able 
to get lists of 'active'  
e-mails addresses to use 
in spam e-mails. 
 
- E-mail petitions are not 
acceptable to Congress 
or any other organization. 
To be acceptable,  

petitions must have a 
signed signature and full 
address of the person 
signing the petition.
